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1099 Installation guide
A guide covering the full installation and/or upgrades for both Elite 1099 software application tracks (for Elite Versions 3.5 and earlier, and Enterprise Versions 3.6 and higher)

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1 Overview

Every year, Elite makes the 1099 program available for all versions of Elite.  There are two tracks:  One for clients running Elite Enterprise 3.5 and earlier, and one track for those clients running Elite Enterprise 3.6 or higher.  The 1099 installation program will include any modifications to the program if IRS regulations have changed for that year (a separate Release Notes document detailing these changes is available).  In addition, the installation package for each track will be available in two formats:  a "first time install" (full installation) and an upgrade file which only provides new key executables and sample formats.
2 Installing from the CD

The files necessary for first time installs (full installation) is contained on the CD available from Elite Support. Alternatively, both the full installation and the upgrade programs are available for direct download from the Elite website (www.elite.com). 

3 Full Installation vs. Upgrade
The first time install (full installation) should only be done once when implementing the 1099 program on a workstation.  Once the initial install has been completed, the upgrade patches for subsequent years should be utilized instead.
4 Full Installation (First Time Install)

The CD contains the setup programs, additional folders for the MDAC and DCOM95 components and 1099 documentation.  The Enterprise3.5 directory contains a setup program (setup.exe) that will install the 1099 Generator, 1099 Status Editor, DBManager (16 bit connection data manager) and 1099 Sample formats for Elite Enterprise versions 3.5 and earlier. 
Important Note:  Use the CD's Enterprise36/36setup.exe to install the program for Elite Enterprise versions 3.6 and higher.  
Please refer to the appropriate Windows Version Install notes later in this document before running the setup program. If you are running a system earlier than Windows 2000, MDAC and DCOM95 components may need to be installed first or the installation will fail.

5 Files Installed During Full Installation into the 1099 Directory


The files that will be installed from the Full Installation Setup.exe into the Elite 1099 directory (default of C:\Program Files\Elite Information Systems\Elite1099) are as follows:

· ap1099.exe –1099 Generator Program  (for Ent 3.5 and earlier)
· 36ap1099.exe – 1099 Generator Program  (for Ent 3.6 and higher)
· 1099StatusEditor.exe – 1099 Status Editor Program

· dbmgr.exe – 1099 Informix 16-bit Interface Program

· "1099f - 2010 Paper Format.7DE" – Sample 1099 Paper Forms Format (rename file to 1099f.dat before use)

7-Y Compensation Type 7 mapped to Compensation Type Y
6 Upgrade File
The upgrade file, ap1099.zip, contains files modified from the previous year's 1099 release.  Download this file from the Elite website if you have previously installed the Elite 1099 Generator.  This file includes the updated executables and files for the current release only:
· 36ap1099.exe –1099 Generator Program (Enterprise 3.6 and higher).  Note:  Once the 3.6 and higher upgrade is complete, rename the 36ap1099.exe file to ap1099.exe in order to use this program.
· ap1099.exe –1099 Generator Program  (Enterprise 3.5 and earlier)
· 1099StatusEditor.exe – 1099 Status Editor Program (for use with both tracks)
· 1099f.7DE – Sample 1099 Paper Forms Format using NCOMP7, NCOMPD and NCOMPE (rename file to 1099f.dat before use)
· 1099t.17CDE – Sample 1099 Electronic File Format with Compensation Types 1, 7, C, D and E (rename file to 1099t.dat before use)
· 1099t.1YA - Additional 1099 Electronic File Format with Compensation Type 7 mapped to Compensation Type Y (rename file to 1099t.dat before use)
7 Start Menu Items
The first time install program will create the following Menu Option in the Windows Start Menu so that the 1099 Stand Alone programs may be easily accessed:

8 Sample Formats

Sample 1099 formats revised for 2010 are included with both the Full Install program and Upgrade Files.
Choose the format that you wish to download by copying into the same directory where the 1099 Generator (ap1099.exe) resides (the default on installation of the programs is C:\Program Files\Elite Information Systems\Elite1099).
Note: To load the formats through the 1099 Generator, the sample formats must be in the same directory from where the 1099 generator (ap1099.exe) is launched.

9 Modifying the File Name for the Sample 1099 Formats

If you elect to load the provided Sample Formats through the 1099 Generator, the file extension for the Sample Formats (copied into the Elite 1099 directory) must be changed. If your firm uses some other combination of 1099 flags, the format will need to be modified using the Format Editor.  

Changing the file extensions will overwrite existing formats in the Elite 1099 directory.  Rename the existing formats first.  To use the provided Sample Formats, the files must be changed.  For example:


"1099f - 2010 Paper Format.7DE" (1099f.dat (replaces the 1099 Paper Forms Format)


"1099t - 2010 Electronic Format.17CDE" (1099t.dat (replaces the 1099 Electronic Format)
10 Electronic Filing Requirements

The 1099-MISC Electronic File format has been modified to meet IRS specified changes regarding filing via the IRS FIRE System to report information returns to IRS/ECC-MTB.  (Please refer to the official IRS documentation – Publication 1220).  This supersedes Magnetic Media requirements.
11  Windows 95 Installs

(a) This step is required for early versions of the Windows 95 operating system (versions 95 & 95a).  The installation of the MDAC files are required if MDAC has not been previously installed.  Step 2 will fail if the MDAC files are not present.  Note:  The MDAC version provided on the CD is a basic version of the program; later versions of MDAC are available for download from the Microsoft website.
(b) Install DCOM 95 by running \DCOM\DCOM95.exe from the CD and follow the prompts.  Reboot the machine once the installation is complete.
(c) Install MDAC 2.5 on the PC.  Run the executable found on the CD in \MDAC\MDAC_TYP.EXE and follow the prompts.

(d) Install Elite 1099 by running Setup.exe from the CD.

Note:  Depending on your PC system files, a reboot message may appear at the conclusion of the Elite 1099 installation process.  If this message displays, the workstation must be rebooted before attempting to use the Elite 1099 software.
12 Windows 98 Installs

(a) Install MDAC 2.5 on the PC if MDAC has not been previously installed.  Run the executable found on the CD in \MDAC\MDAC_TYP.EXE and follow the prompts.  Note:  The MDAC version provided on the CD is a basic version of the program; later versions of MDAC are available for download from the Microsoft website.

(b) Install Elite 1099 by running Setup.exe from the CD.

Note:  Depending on your PC system files, a reboot message may appear at the conclusion of the Elite 1099 installation process.  If this message displays, the workstation must be rebooted before attempting to use the Elite 1099 software.

13 Windows Versions 2000, NT, XP and Higher Installs

(a) Install Elite 1099 by running Setup.exe from the CD.  Installation of the MDAC and DCOM programs is not necessary.
Note:  Depending on your PC system files, a reboot message may appear at the conclusion of the Elite 1099 installation process.  If this message displays, the workstation must be rebooted before attempting to use the Elite 1099 software.
